The Society ofAmerican Military Engineers (SAME) offers engineering and construction summer camps for high school 
students that are interested in pursuing a degree in engineering or associated fields. These camps are hosted by the U.S. 
Air Force Academy (USAFA) in Colorado Springs, CO, the U.S. Navy Seabees at Port Heuneme, CA, and the SAME 
Vicksburg Post, in Vicksburg, MS. 

The Arkansas Post of SAME is pleased to atu10unce the availability ofsponsorships for the 2009 USAFA Camp (June 26 
- July 2,2009) and the 2009 Seabees Camp (July 19 - 25,2009). One student may be competitively selected for each 
camp. The Post will pay halfof the camp fees and all of the students' airfare and other transportation costs. Information, 
eligibility, and applications for these camps can be found on the SAME website (http://posts.same.org/camps/). Students 
may apply for more than one camp but will only be nominated by the Arkansas Post for one, so the order ofpreference 
should be indicated in the application package. In addition to the SAME eligibility requirements, the Arkansas Post 
requires any student to be at least IS years old prior to the first day of travel. Draft application forms must be received by 
e-mail, fax, or mail by March IS, 2009:

Arkansas Post nominees will be notified by March 30,2009. Nominees will need to work with the Arkansas Post to 
complete and submit the full application, including medical forms, by the due dates for each camp, which are April 
24,2009 for the USAFA Camp and May 15,2009 for the Seabees Camp.

Applications for the Vicksburg Post camp should be sent directly to the Vicksburg Post. Forty (40) students from 
around the country will be competitively selected to attend. The Vicksburg Post covers all of the camp costs except 
for travel and a $50 registration fee paid. This is an outstanding camp, which the Arkansas Post supports with an 
atu1ual donation.
