d. References:  Expression of potential, probability and commitment to graduation, examples of or indication of individual initiative, etc. Application must include at least 1 written reference.
e. Applicant’s personal narrative expression of role of engineering, architecture or the sciences to the growth, stability and the defense of the Nation.

f. Participation or interest in ROTC program. (desirable but not mandatory)
