INTRODUCTION
Each year, the Posts of the Society of American Military Engineers compete for Streamer Awards in recognition of outstanding performance and achievement. The Post Streamer Awards are presented at the Post Awards Breakfast (PAB) at the Joint Engineer Training Conference and Expo held the following calendar year for which the Post met the criteria for the award.



STREAMER AWARD SUBMISSION PROCEDURES
The submissions deadline for the CY 2010 Streamer Awards is February 1, 2011. Streamer Submission forms are available below. Please use the forms linked below. 

1. To improve tracking of submissions, all Streamer Submission Forms must be submitted via e-mail to Diana Dawkins, Member and Post Support Director at ddawkins@same.org.
2. Name your streamer in the following format: PostName_StreamerName2009 (ex: HQPost_NationalSecurity2009). This will lessen confusion as to which streamers have been submitted.

3. The Streamer Submission forms are MS Word documents and you will add your submission pages following the submission outline. Submissions received without an accompanying Streamer Submission Form will not be reviewed.

NOTE: Please remember that extremely large files run the risk of being rejected by any e- mail server. Documents that exist only in hard copy should be scanned into a computer and converted to PDF format. If you have reason to doubt that your submission was received, contact Diana Dawkins, Member and Post Support Director at ddawkins@same.org.
4. All submissions will be logged at SAME HQ and a confirmation e-mail will be sent to verify receipt. A spreadsheet will be sent to all Post Presidents one week prior to, as well as the Monday after the submittal deadline to confirm what submissions have been received at SAME Headquarters. It is ultimately the responsibility of the Post Leaders to make sure that their Posts' submissions were received.
